2024

In 2024, ANAIS continued its mission to prevent and
combat gender-based violence, providing support to
victims and promoting the rights of women, children
and vulnerable communities. With the support of
national and international partners, ANAIS conducted
awareness-raising  campaigns, participated in
conferences, organized workshops, supported
legislative initiatives, continued the provision of social
services and promoted social change through
education, culture and civic engagement.

In anul 2024, Asociatia ANAIS si-a continuat misiunea de
prevenire si combatere a violentei de gen, oferind sprijin
victimelor si promovand drepturile femeilor, copiilor si
comunitatilor vinerabile. Cu sprijinul partenerilor nationali
si internationali, ANAIS a desfasurat campanii de
constientizare, a participat la conferinte, a organizat
ateliere, a sprijinit initiative legislative, a continuat
furnizarea serviciilor sociale si a promovat schimbarea
sociala prin educatie, cultura si implicare civica.

The main actions are:

"Stop domestic violence" - we offer free counseling and
guidance to victims of domestic violence (by phone, in
person, online), legal advice on their rights in order to
obtain a protection order and psychological counseling
(individual and support groups),
representation/assistance in court to obtain a
protection order (for the Bucharest/llfov area), all
through the Counseling Center for Prevention and
Combating Domestic Violence. The Center has been
operating continuously since 2012.

"Training for professionals and information sessions"
We organize training sessions for professionals
(lawyers, social workers, psychologists, police officers,
staff working with migrant population and asylum
seekers and others) working in the field of domestic
violence or working directly with the target group. We
also organize information sessions/workshops on
domestic violence and women's rights for employees of
companies requesting this service or others interested
in the topic.

Principalele actiuni sunt:

Organizam sesiuni de formare pentru profesionisti (avocati,
asistenti sociali, psihologi, politisti, personal care lucreaza
cu populatia migranta si solicitantii de azil si altii) care
lucreaza in domeniul violentei domestice sau care lucreaza
direct cu grupul tinta. De asemenea, organizam sesiuni de
informare/ateliere de lucru despre violenta domestica si
drepturile femeilor pentru angajatii companiilor care
solicita acest serviciu sau pentru alte persoane interesate
de acest subiect.
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Active involvement in actions and efforts to amend and
improve legislation in the field of violence against
women, to identify legislative tools that are appropriate
to the needs of victims and to find solutions for them to
live a life free of violence in both the public and private
sphere.

We promote equality between women and men by
helping to raise the social status and visibility of women
in their professions and communities, working to
combat violence against women by providing
protection and support services for victims of domestic
violence, including protection of minors from violence.

"I LOVE YOU BUT | KEEP THE MONEY"

”TE IUBESC DAR BANII RAMAN LA MINE”
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A campaign realized with the financial support of
Raiffeisen Bank Romania in which we aimed to
understand the nature and extent of economic
violence, identify the financial needs and financial
literacy gaps among affected women and propose
actionable recommendations for support and
intervention. As part of the project, a study
investigating the prevalence and impact of economic
violence against women in the Bucharest-lIfov region
was conducted. The research aims to understand the
nature and extent of economic violence, identify the
financial needs and financial literacy gaps among
affected women and propose actionable
recommendations for support and intervention. In
parallel with this study, an online campaign entitled "I
love you but the money stays with me" was also
conducted to educate the target audience on economic
violence in couples.

This study, although small in scale, represents a first
step in understanding economic violence against
women in Romania and contributes to correctly
identifying and raising awareness of this phenomenon.
The study also provides recommendations to non-
governmental organizations  and authorities,
highlighting the need to develop educational and
counselling programmes to support those directly
affected.

The campaign also included:

e financial education workshops for women from
vulnerable backgrounds;

e a press conference presenting the research
data;

e a media and social media component with
awareness-raising messages;

e direct support and counseling;

e involving public figures and institutional
partners. The campaign was run under the
message #tlLoveYouButBanksRemainOnMe,
drawing attention to financial manipulation as
a form of control and the need for economic
autonomy to exit abusive relationships.

In cadrul proiectului
a fost realizat un studiu care investigheaza prevalenta si
impactul violentei economice impotriva femeilor 1in
regiunea Bucuresti-lIfov.

G-LENS (Gender-inclusive, Long-lasting and
Empowered Networks and Societies)

The European project G-LENS (Gender-Inclusive, Long-
lasting and Empowered Networks and Societies), co-
funded by the EU and running for two years (September
2024-August 2026), takes a comprehensive approach to
tackling gender-based misinformation. By combining
research, education and advocacy, G-LENS empowers
young people to create a more inclusive and
democratic digital environment.

The project is implemented in four European countries:
Poland, Cyprus, Romania and Bulgaria.Project
promoter: British Council Poland and implemented
with partners: MIGS (Mediterranean Institute of
Gender Studies) Cyprus, Institute of Public Affairs
Poland, Open Space Foundation Bulgaria, ANAIS
Romania.

Key objectives:

1. Understanding the problem: Mapping the prevalence
and impact of gender-based misinformation across
Europe to identify solutions that can be applied.

2. Raising awareness: Conduct public campaigns to
highlight the societal harm caused by gender-based
misinformation.

3. Youth empowerment: Equip young leaders,
journalists and content creators with the tools to
recognize and counter misinformation.

4. Exchange of best practices: Facilitating international
collaboration to exchange strategies and information.
5. Promote policy change: Promote systemic change
through dialogue with policy makers, media and civil
society organizations.

This initiative sets clear objectives to create lasting
change, starting with raising awareness of gender
misinformation among young people and key
stakeholders.

Project period - October 2023 - March 2024, project
funded by HIAS

”Community Center for Women and Girls”
Perioada de desfasurare a proiectului - Octombrie 2023 -
Martie 2024, proiect finantat de HIAS
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This is the second phase of the project. Phase in which
we aimed to strengthen the community created around
the ANAIS Association and to reinforce the trust that we
have built in our interactions so far with different
communities, but also to get closer to other refugee
communities in Bucharest. We continued to run
activities at the Women's Community Center, a safe
space that provides women and girls with unique
opportunities to rebuild the social networks they have
lost due to conflict in their countries of origin or
personal trauma, to cultivate valuable life skills that
create opportunities, and to access therapy and
professional support when needed. Through our
activities we provided women and girls from different
communities with a safe space where they not only had
access to useful and diverse information, but more
importantly a platform where they could socialize and
interact with women from their own community, the
local community and other refugee communities.
Results:

Total reach for activities organized within the
Community Centre for Refugee Women and Girls
throughout the project October - March:

- 881 beneficiaries from different communities
(Ukraine, Syria, Syria, Afghanistan, Iraq, Iran, Palestine,
Ethiopia, Sudan, Yemen, Angola, Kazakhstan, Somalia,
Guinea, Romanian and Ukrainian Roma community),
from that number 677 women / 195 girls under 17 / 32
men / 147 boys under 17.

"Increasing the capacity of ANAIS working group

”Increasing the capacity of ANAIS working group GRAAL —

GRAAL - The Legislative Analysis and Harmonization
Group

Project period October 2023 - March 2024. Project
funded by Women Against Violence Europe - WAVE
Regranting EEC 2023.

Through this project we aimed to increase the capacity
of GRAAL (constituted at the level of the Association in
2023) to continue its efforts to harmonize Romanian
national legislation. A substantial part of the activity
focused on analyzing, completing and correcting the
recent legislative amendments to the Penal Code that
will enter into force on January 1, 2024 regarding the
age of consent and sexual intercourse with a minor, as
well as other normative acts.

Results:

Key achievements include the successful amendment
and adoption of Law 424/2023, which ensured that

Rezultate:
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minors aged 16-18 are protected from sexual offenses
by individuals in positions of authority. We had more
than 87 amendments drafted. Effective engagement
with lawmakers and other stakeholders resulted in
broad support for the proposed legislative changes. The
multi-language questionnaire was developed and
distributed, with responses being collected to inform
future initiatives. Over 15 expert meetings were held,
amendments to multiple legislative acts were
submitted and accepted, and the questionnaire
developed in four languages collected almost 100
responses.

"Counseling center to prevent and combat domestic
violence" funding from PLAN International to support
the counseling center. Project duration 8 months
(December 2023-July 2024).

The grant contributes to improving access to
specialized services for women victims of domestic
violence for a period of 8 months. We will do this by
providing social services (social information and
counseling, legal counseling, individual psychological
counseling and support groups, referral to other
services) to a minimum of 400 victims of domestic
violence (the number of beneficiaries is distributed in
three categories: existing population in Romania,
refugees from Ukraine and third-country nationals
(TCNs) - 100 face-to-face beneficiaries and
telephone/online information for another 300 women,
representation and assistance in court in order to
obtain a protection order for 30 of them (in Bucharest-
lIfov area), minimum 50 women accessing individual
and group psychological counseling services.

Results: a total of 9332 individuals;

- 460 direct participants (individuals reached by project
activities during the reporting period, physically and/or
online)

- 872 indirect participants (number of individuals,
including infants, children, adolescents, youth and
adults reached by project)

- 8000 flyers.

The ANAIS Association, in partnership with UNICEF
Romania, has launched the first Safety Audit report in
the country, focused on assessing the level of safety of
Ukrainian refugee women refugees from forms of
gender-based violence. The report was the result of a
qualitative research conducted in Bucharest and lifov,
coordinated by gender studies expert lonela Baluta and
a team of activist researchers. The document highlights
the risks and barriers faced by Ukrainian women, such
as exploitation in private housing, difficult access to
healthcare, discrimination and harassment. The launch
event brought together representatives from
Romanian authorities, embassies, public institutions,
civil society and the media, marking an important step
in the development of more effective policies and
interventions to protect refugee women.

Within the project, the conference "Causes of Femicide
in Romania" was organized in partnership with the
Spanish Embassy in Romania, Cervantes Institute.The
event marked an essential initiative in the context of
femicide and domestic violence in Romania.

The aim of the conference was to draw the attention of
the public and the authorities to the real dimension and
root causes of the most serious form of gender-based
violence: the killing of women by partners or ex-
partners. The event brought together experts from the
legal, academic, psychological, police and NGO fields. It
delivered a strong message on the urgent need to
recognize the signs of risk in cases of domestic violence
and the importance of early intervention. Moments of
maximum danger for women - in particular the decision
to leave the abusive relationship - were highlighted as
peaks of risk for femicide. The need for legislative
reform, increased protection of victims,
professionalization of interventions and strengthening
of inter-institutional cooperation were also highlighted.

ANAIS has actively contributed to the initiation and
promotion of two legislative proposals to amend Law
211/2004 and the Penal Code, aimed at increasing
penalties for trafficking in human beings and child
pornography, as well as increasing victims' access to
compensation. The proposals were adopted by the
Senate and positively endorsed by the Chamber of
Deputies' Legal Committee.

These steps were presented at the conference
"Strengthening the Romanian criminal legislation for
a more effective response in the fight against
trafficking in human beings", in which ANAIS
Association  participated together with the
International Justice Mission (IJM Romania) and the
Joint Special Commission of the Chamber of Deputies
and Senate to combat trafficking in human beings,
media representatives, authorities and civil society.
